website or the Hub
4. The signature of the department chair of your intended major (if you 

submit your petition as a sophomore)

Your OCS Petition must be submitted to the OCS Office by the third 
Thursday prior to the off-campus term.
October 1, 2009 - Application deadline for Winter 2010 programs
January 21, 2010 - Application deadline for Spring 2010 programs
April 15, 2010 - Application deadline for Summer/Fall 2010 programs
