b. Program Name, Sponsor, & Dates
c. Signatures: Academic Advisor, Dept. Chair (current sophomores only),

International Student Advisor (if applicable), & Student
2. Degree Audit (available for download on the Hub)
3. OCS Participation Policies Agreement
4. Budget Worksheet
5. Supporting Cost Estimate from ACM’s website

Your OCS Petition must be submitted to the OCS Office by the third 
Thursday prior to the off-campus term.
September 29, 2011 - Application deadline for Winter term 2012 and

spring semester 2012 programs
January 19, 2012 - Application deadline for Spring term 2012 programs
April 11, 2012 - Application deadline for Summer/Fall 2012 programs
